
BUILDING 500 NEW TEMPORARY/PERMANENT STRUCTURES FOR POOR FARMING FAMILIES WHOSE HOMES WERE DESTROYED BY EARTHQUAKES

BUDGET:

500 structures @ $250 ea.      =  $ 125,000

Transportation @ $250/month = $     3,000

TOTAL                                     = $ 128,000

Here is how it works:

Each deserving family is entitled to a government stipend of $150 to buy doors and windows for the new structure. DCWC will commit itself to provide an additional $250 per family for other necessary materials and supervision of the building process. 

Each structure is built by family and community members under professional supervision. The structure measures 10x 20 ft. and consists of a 3 ft. high perimeter foundation made of field stone and mud, topped by cement. The basic structure is wood post and beam, with walls constructed of split bamboo. The roof consists of corrugated tin (see pictures). Families can then weatherproof their new home with traditional Nepali materials, i.e. mud and reed mats. These structures are meant to house families for the next five to ten years or until they can afford to rebuild a stone house.
