Trained 8 indigenous mothers technical theory behind the machine, how to use, how to manage temperature and several recipes to inspire various ways to benefit with this machine. Technical discussion on machine was led by Monika. Recipes and daily useage was taught by Isabel, leader of the Sabor del Sol Women’s Cooperative, who has worked with the Konojel dehydrator and with ATC for over 2 years. 

After a few weeks, we were contacted that the door panel had warped as it was a different type of wood and was either drying or reacting to the humidity in the chamber.  A carpenter near the site was found and ATC covered additional repairs.
