• Siloe is located south west of the city of 
Cali. 

• 95% of the people  belong to strata 1 
(poor, poor) and 2 (poor). 

• It is the second neighborhood with the 
most violent deaths in the city. 

• It is the neighborhood with the highest 
rate of domestic violence. 

• It has 11 cm of public space per person.

• A neighborhood where there is no 
respect for life



PROBLEMS

• Violence between neighbors 
• Drugs 
• Gangs 
• Perception of Insecurity
• Low levels of coexistence 
• Limited offer for the use of free time 

for promotion of coexistence.
• There is no equipment for carrying out 

sports and recreational activities.
• Boys and girls don’t have a safe and 

decent place to play.

the good use of free time in children and young from Siloe, Cali.
