SCHOOL AT KYABAKOKE VILLAGE, BWEYALE TOWN COUNCIL, KIRYANDONGO DISTRICT – UGANDA.
Compassion for community (CFC) is a non-profit community based organization which was started as a charity organization in early 2017, later incorporated in October 2017.
We are dedicated to meeting the fundamental needs of refugees, disadvantaged minorities, impoverished and refugee host community in Kiryandongo refugee settlement and or Kiryandongo district as a whole through our activities which includes but not limited to Education, Healthcare, humanitarian Aids, Borehole Water and Emergency Relief/Skill Acquisition, Agriculture, Youth empowerment to mention but a few.
We believe that every child, with particular reference to the girl child, irrespective of race, ethnicity, religion, refugee status and circumstances such as disabilities, social and economic background, should have access to quality and affordable education.
Kyabakoke is a village located between Bweyale town and the Kiryandongo refugee settlement in Bweyale Town Council, Kiryandongo district, Uganda. The refugee community alone host more than 45,000 people majority of whom being school going age children and women but there is only one secondary school aided by Windle Trust, UNHCR and OPM, this particular school is far from most students in the settlement and secondly it is too congested and this means they may not deliver quality education to the students as the teacher may not be in position to manage his/her particular class properly.  There is a second secondary school in the settlement but it is expensive that most refugees cannot afford going there. 

The other schools in Bweyale town are not pocket friendly too for the refugees and other poor host community children. 
Many children from the refugee communities were left without parent and could no longer go to school, some were taken out as child labourers (house helpers) while others loiter about the community doing nothing as there is no hope for any source or form of education for them.
For the above reasons, Compassion for Community came up with a primary and secondary school to take care of the educational needs of these children.
The school we started is not in good state (bad classrooms state) and shortage of furniture and other learning materials for the pupils and students respectively.
Due to the deplorable and dilapidated state of the learning environment in the only primary and secondary school owned by Compassion for Community (CFC) where 
the pupils and students sit on benches seen below:
