Phase 1

Students are trained in a virtual certification program to learn the ins
and outs of production logistics, healthy communication on set, and
roleplay real-life scenarios.

Phase 2

JFMS provides stipends to selected students who are paired with JFMS
mentors to get on-the-job training on BIPOC-led productions who share
aligned values with JFMS. Those who successfully complete their training
are featured in our job database to work with various production
companies committed to increasing their DEI hiring practices.

Our participants are emerging filmmakers from
communities of color, ages 20-39.

56.5% identify as have experienced traumatic
Nonbinary/gender nonconforming Latino/Mestisx, 17.4% as African experiences, including racial

or other gender identity. American/Black, and 8.7% as discrimination, microaggressions,

Native American/Indigenous. or gender-based violence.
