Only 5,393 people have climbed Mt. Everest -- ever. But every year in Nepal, 37,000 newborns and young children die from largely preventable causes. The good news is, Nepal has passed the halfway mark in the race to end child deaths. Training more frontline health workers will save even more young lives.

Health workers are critical to the health and survival of mothers and newborns. They are selected within the community and are trained to assess, classify, and treat or refer children with signs of infection, disease and other life-threatening conditions. A gift of $300 can help provide health worker training; $150 can provide tools and supplies for health workers; $75 can provide a health kit for health worker use in health facilities.
